Canon David Writes...

This Sunday our Diocese celebrates one of its two principal patron’s, St. Philip Howard (1557 — 1595). The Mass and the
readings will be those, not of the 29" Sunday of the year, rather those assigned to the celebration of Martyrs. The details are
to be found in the Diocesan Directory. St. Philip’s shrine is in Arundel Cathedral and in this month of his feast day it might be
worth a visit and a prayer for his intercession if you have the time. The Cathedral is usually open daily, but check before you
travel. If you can’t make it across then read about his life and ask for his intercession.

Equally inspiring is the life of his wife, Anne Dacre, whose prayers and fidelity helped St. Philip back to the right path when
his faith had become weak. He had also been deeply touched by the preaching of St. Edmund Campion. For St. Philip had
become fascinated with all the goings on at the court of Queen Elizabeth | and all this took place in the context of the
Reformation, so a bit more of a tricky time than usual, although each age has its challenges. The Queen’s officers had him
imprisoned for his return to the Catholic faith and he died, from neglect, a martyr in the Tower of London There are many
lessons to take from the lives of St. Philip and his wife but perhaps preaching and .
